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USER GUIDES: GETTING STARTED ON THE PEOPLE’S TIMES

1 — Registering yourself on the People’s Times

You don’t need to register with People’s Times to search the People’s Communities database, or to
look at news stories on the People’s Times or notices on the Noticeboard.

But to create or join communities, post notices and use many other functions on the site you will

need to register first, and then login each time you visit the People’s Times — although many web

browsers will offer to remember your username and password so you don’t need to enter it every
time.

(And don’t worry, we don’t send our members unsolicited messages, and we don’t share your
information with anyone else. You can find out more about our privacy policy onsite.)

It’s easy to sign up — just follow these simple instructions.

How to register

1. Go to the web address www.peoplestimes.org.nz

2. Look for the Login/Register box on the right hand side of the page —it’s just under the blue
bar near the top. Click on ‘Register’.

3. Aform will appear for you to fill in. First, choose a username.

This username is how you will be identified to others when you do anything on the People’s Times —
e.g. post a notice or make a comment. It doesn’t have to be your real name.

4. Enter your email address.

All emails from the People’s Times will be sent to this email address. It will not be made public and
will only be used if you ask for a new password or subscribe to receive news or notifications from
your community by email.

If you don’t have an email address, you’ll need to sign up for one before you can join the People’s
Times. You can sign up for an email address on Hotmail (www.hotmail.com) or Google Mail
(www.google.com — look for the link to ‘Mail’ in the top left corner), among many others.

5. Choose a password.
Choose something you will remember easily, and/or write it down. You will be asked to enter your
username and password every time you use the People’s Times.

6. Complete the other questions — your name, location, etc.
This information will be shown on your profile page, but you can choose to hide it once you’ve

registered — read the user guide ‘How to change your personal/account information’.

7. Answer the simple maths question and click on ‘Create new account’.

You can also publish news articles
and galleries to the People’s Times, and post notices to the People’s Noticeboard.

here in the orange box headed ‘Profile’ (most of what appears on your My Times page only
you can see, but other people can see this box)

in the list of community members in any groups you join, and

next to any comments or forum posts you make on the site.
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To upload a profile picture, click on the word ‘editing’ in blue.

You will be asked to choose your picture file by clicking ‘Browse’ and finding where you have saved
it on your computer. The picture should be a JPG, TIF or other recognised image file-type (not a

Microsoft Word file, for example). The picture will usually be cropped to a suitable size
automatically.
